   The	
   Iroquois	
   features	
   a	
   support	
   services	
   space	
   and	
   a	
   large,	
   open	
   community	
  
room,	
  and	
  roof	
  deck	
  and	
  garden	
  where	
  tenants	
  grow	
  various	
  decorative	
  plants	
  and	
  host	
  
events.	
   Prior	
   to	
   becoming	
   a	
   supportive	
   housing	
   site,	
   the	
   Iroquois	
   was	
   one	
   of
